Definition. Wherever the following terms are used in the Plan they shall have the meanings specified below, unless the context clearly indicates
otherwise.

a. “Company” means Burning Rock Biotech Limited, a company incorporated under the laws of the Cayman Islands.

b. “Option” means a right granted to a Participant of the Plan to purchase a specified number of ordinary shares of the Company at a
specified price during specified time periods.

c. “Participant” means a person who, as an employee, director or officer of the Company or any of its subsidiaries, has been granted an
Option pursuant to the Plan.

d. “Plan” means this Pre-IPO Share Incentive Plan of the Company adopted on April 19, 2018.

Purpose. The purpose of the Plan is to provide incentives to the management team and key employees of the Company and its subsidiaries.
Number of Shares. The maximum number of ordinary shares reserved for issuance under this Plan is 5,290,2341.
